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CARESOURCE FOUNDATION SUPPORTS
26 LOCAL ORGANZIATIONS WITH $390,500 IN GRANTS

DAYTON, Ohio, July 22, 20107 The CareSource Foundation, part of CareSource, a non-
profit, public-sector managed care company, recently announced its second round of grant
awards for 2010. The Foundation funds grants throughout the Ohio and Michigan service
areas, invests in priority health and human services issues including critical trends in
children®& health, community health, special needs populations and strategies to address
the medically uninsured. A total of $390,500 was awarded in the previous quarter to 26

organizations.

More than half of the grant money was given in the form of a Signature Grant to
support Montgomery County Care, a pilot health services program that targets uninsured
adults in the Dayton region. The CareSource Foundation awarded $210,000 to support the
launch of the pilot. Through the program, up to 1,000 uninsured adults in Montgomery
County will have access to cost-effective primary care and prescriptions. Montgomery
County Care is a partnership with Montgomery County and the Community Health

Centers of Greater Dayton.

"While everyone has felt the effects of the high unemployment rate and difficult
financial conditions in our community, the population that CareSource touches has felt
the recession deeply," Cathy Ponitz, Executive Director, CareSource Foundation. "We are
committed to finding health solutions in the communities where we live and work. The
Signature Grant that supports the Montgomery County Care initiative is an example of

our commitment."
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The CareSource Foundation also supported 25 other Ohio and Michigan organizations
